As we begin the second marking period, it is important to not only focus on our school efforts        
academically, but also our involvement in school related activities.

In addition, please remember that regular school attendance and timeliness in the morning 
has a direct effect on studentôs academic performance.  We encourage families to remember to send 
in valid excuses within 5 days of a studentôs absence to document these occurrences. 

 

It would be a great help to us if parents take the time to discuss a very important element in each 
childôs school day that is sometimes forgotten, yet very important during this time of year, the bus 
ride to and from school.  As winter approaches, our bus drivers do their very best to provide safe 
transportation for all students on a daily basis and parents can assist by reminding children to follow 
all bus rules.  Some include; acting in a respectful manner, staying quiet and not disrupting others, 
and staying seated at all times when the bus is moving.

These 

general  announcements are proactive steps that are used to alert parents of 

potential problems that need to be addressed, or this could simply be         

informative  messages.

We are studying the subjects in greater depth and developing the organizational strategies and 

critical thinking skills that will help us be successful in junior high, high school and beyond.  We are all 

expecting an excellent year on Team 7 Blue!

Students in Mrs. Montemuro ós math class have completed a review unit on percents, 

decimals, and fractions and are now working out of the Variables and Patterns 

book.  Students use graphs and tables to organize data.  Equations are used to show 

patterns.  Many of these topics have been covered while following the progress of a 

bicycle tour from the planning stages through to the basic facts with Mad Minute drills.  All students 

should be practicing the basic facts on a regular basis at home. 
 

World Geography 

In Mr. Klessôs World Geography class we completed a study of the Physical Geography of the Earth. 

Students focused on the Layers of the Earth, and the forces that shape and change the earthôs surface; 

including plate tectonics, earth quakes and volcanoes.  We will continue our study this fall with a look 

into Human Population. We will focus on population and migration patterns, as well as political and 

economic systems that are present throughout the world.

The first Marking Period has flown by in Mrs. Keiperôs Reading class. We have been reading Short Stories 

and Biographical Essays. We have also been learning a new academic vocabulary word every day to help 

prepare us for the PSSAs and 4 Sight tests. While reading ñPapaôs Parrotò we watched a famous talking 

parrot named Einstein, who we found to be amazing and funny. During the next Marking Period we will be 

reading a few more short stories before beginning a series of nonfiction and essays. We will read about 

what life without gravity is like, how to catch a rattlesnake, and experience a day in the life of a real 

American cowboy. We continue to participate in ñPSSA Fridayò weekly, when we use various forms of 

technology to practice PSSA sills and strategies.  We visit the Library every other week to check out books 

and participate in fun activities with our Librarian, Mrs. Yukna. Before we know it, the Winter Break will 

be here and Spring will be right around the corner. 

Language Arts 

The year is flying by in Mrs. Verweyôs Language Arts class.  We began the year by interviewing partners 

and writing articles about them.  Next we moved into a Parts of Speech Review, focusing in on nouns and 

pronouns, just the beginning of our grammar study that will, hopefully, help us improve as writers.  We are 

currently finishing up The Elements of a Story and reading several short stories to analyze their literary 

elements.  In the second marking period we will be working on a research paper related to topics weôve 

studied in Mr. Yanniôs Science class.  While we do this we will be honing our research and writing skills 

while learning how to cite our sources.  Just before the winter break, we will read and analyze the classic 

Victorian novella, A Christmas Carol, by Charles Dickens.  Then when we come back from the break we 

will begin our first larger novel, Roll of Thunder, Hear My Cry, by Mildred Taylor.  We certainly have our 

work cut out for us!

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Students in 6 th grade Exploratory Spanish will be learning the alphabet, greetings, numbers, 

colors, days of the week and months of the year. The students will also learn about the customs of 

Spanish speaking countries and will compare them to our customs.  We make learning fun by     

singing in Spanish and playing memory games as well. Fiestas will be observed on 

the 18th day of the half cycle and students will get a chance to make and taste 

Mexican/South American/Caribbean foods. Our students are encouraged to practice 

their Spanish every day so that they can become fluent by the time they finish their 

course of study either in high school or college.  We also observe several  holidays 

which include Mexican Independence Day, Day of the Dead, Three Kings Day and 5 de mayo where 

we study the culture and traditions of the Latin American countries.  

Students in 7 th grade Exploratory Spanish will continue to learn about the Spanish speaking 

countries by learning where they are located geographically. They will also learn new vocabulary 

which includes units on the body and school supplies. We have  included a unit on Spanish cognates 

and vocabulary that will be very useful when travelling to a Spanish speaking country. We finish up 

with a Fiesta which includes food from Spain, Mexico and other Spanish speaking countries.      

Students in 7 th grade will have the opportunity to take Spanish in 8 th grade if they have a final     

average of 93 in Language Arts and Reading.  

Gifted Education  
 Students who are in the Gifted Program at Swiftwater Elementary School are given a menu

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Odyssey of the Mind 

 

Odyssey of the Mind is an international educational program that provides   
creative problem-solving opportunities for students from kindergarten through 
college. Team members apply their creativity to solve problems that range from 
building mechanical devices to presenting their own interpretation of literary 
classics. They then bring their solutions to competition on the local, state, and 
World level. Thousands of teams from throughout the U.S. and from about 25 
other countries participate in the program.  
 
It was a very difficult decision for Mrs. Scheuch and Mr. Siegfried. There is so 
much talent at SIS! Congratulations to all that made the teams! 

  

Problem 1: Nature Trail'R  

Divisions I, II, III , & IV  
This problem requires teams to design, build and drive a human-powered vehicle and camper 
that will go on a camping trip. When the vehicle arrives at the Campground, the camper will 
be disconnected and the vehicle will travel on a team-created Nature Trail. On the Nature 
Trail, the vehicle will overcome an obstacle, clean up the environment, encounter wildlife, and 
undergo a repair. The performance will include a character that is in or near the camper that 
explains the experience as part of its role. Sponsored by NASA.  
Team:  Samuel, Julianne, Brandon, Reannon, Luke, Jake, and Alyssa  
 
Problem 4: Column Structure  
Divisions I, II, III & IV  
The problem is to design and build balsa wood columns that will function together to balance 
and support as much weight as possible. The columns must not be connected to 
each other in any way. The team will test its Column Structure by placing 
weights onto it. The team will add weight until its Column Structure breaks or 
time ends. Bonus score will be awarded for the number of columns used. The 
team will incorporate the testing of its columns in an original team -created    
performance. Team:  Mikolaj, Christopher, Matthew, Chris,  Sara,
